WHAT IS LENT?  
Lent  (in Latin is Quadragesima which means 
òFortiethó) is a solemn religious observance in the 
liturgical calendar  that begins on Ash Wednesday 
and officially ends with the evening Mass of the 
Lordõs Last Supper on Holy Thursday.  This is so 
because the Mass of the Lordõs Supper initiates the 
celebration of the Holy Triduum , a liturgical  
season in its own right of the liturgical year. While 
personal penances can be voluntarily set aside at 
any time, taking a break from them on Sundays in 
honor of the Lordõs Day is perfectly acceptable. 
However, Sundays of Lent are still part of the  
Lenten season. 

The purpose of Lent is the preparation of the  
Christian Catholic through prayer, fasting and alms 
giving. The highlight of the Lenten journey is 
found in the celebrations of Holy Week , enacting 
the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus. These 
events recall the tradition and events of the New 
Testament beginning on Holy Thursday, finding its 
climax on Jesus' crucifixion  of Good Friday , which 
finds its conclusion in the joyful celebration on 
Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. 

During Lent, many Christians commit to fasting or 
giving up certain types of foods or luxuries  as a 
form of penance. Many Christians also add a  
Lenten spiritual discipline, such as reading a daily 
devotional  or praying. The Stations of the Cross, a 
devotional commemorating Christ's carrying the 
Cross and of His execution is on such example of a 
devotional.  

During the Lenten Season many churches remove 
flowers from their altars, while crucifixes, religious 
statues, and other elaborate religious symbols are 
often veiled. For (Latin/Western) Catholics the 
Code of Canon Law  states:  

òThe divine law binds all the Christian faithful to 
do penance each in his or her own way. In order for 
all to be united among themselves by some com-
mon observance of penance, however, penitential 
days are prescribed on which the Christian faithful 
devote themselves in a special way to prayer,  
perform works of piety and charity, and deny 
themselves by fulfilling their own obligations more 
faithfully and especially by observing fast and  
abstinence, according to the norm of the following 
canons (Canon 1249).  

Canon 1250 states: òThe penitential days and times 
in the Universal Church are every Friday of the 
whole year and the season of Lent.ó 

Canon 1251 states: òAbstinence from meat, or from 
some other food as determined by the Episcopal 
Conference, is to be observed on all Fridays, unless 
a solemnity should fall on a Friday. Abstinence and 
fasting are to be observed on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday.ó 

 

Canon  1252 states: òThe law of abstinence binds 
those who have completed their fourteenth (14) 
year. The law of fasting binds those who have at-
tained their majority, until the beginning of their 
sixtieth (60) year. Pastors of souls and parents are 
to ensure that even those who by reason of their 
age are not bound by the law of fasting and  
abstinence, are taught the true meaning of  
penance.ó 

And finally Canon   1253 states: òThe Conference of 
Bishops can determine more precisely the  
observance of fast and abstinence as well as  
substitute other forms of penance, especially 
works of charity and exercises of piety, in whole or 
in part, for abstinence and fast.ó 

The United States Conference of Catholic  
Bishops teaches: òAsh Wednesday and Good  
Friday are obligatory days of fasting and  
abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays  
during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.   
For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the 
norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until 
age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat 
one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that  
together are not equal to a full meal. The norms 
concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon 
members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14 
onwards. Members of the Eastern Catholic 
Churches are to observe the particular law of their 
own sui iuris Church.ó Which means, Eastern 
Catholic Churches such as the Maronite, Melkite, 
Greek Catholic, Coptic Catholic, etc. follow their 
own particular laws concerning this particular 
practice.  

Here at Saint Joseph Church we provide several 
opportunities to strengthen your Lenten journey 
by offering daily Mass (Monday -Friday) at 
12:05pm and providing the Sacrament of Penance  
Confession) every Monday evening from  
7:00-8:30pm and each Saturday evening from  
4:00-4:30pm (or any other time by appointment). 
There will be a two -day Lenten Mission on 
Wednesday, April 5 th and Thursday, April 6 th from 
7:00-8:00pm.  We will also be hosting a book  
discussion on Henri Nouwenõs Return of the 
Prodigal Son  sometime in mid -March.  Adoration 
of the Most Blessed Sacrament is offered each First 
Friday of the month after the 12:05m Mass and 
ends with Benediction at 3:00pm. There also will 
be Rice Bowls made available at the main entrance 
of the church as well as a free spiritual booklet  
entitled: òLiving Faith ð Lentó by Daily Catholic 
Devotions for your spiritual reading and  
meditation.  These are just a few options that are 
available to you during your Lenten journey 
where the Lord calls us to be more mindful of our 
prayer, fasting and generosity to the poor.

Our Lenten journey 

Days of Abstinence: No meat may be eaten on 
Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in Lent and Good Friday 
(for all those who are 14 years or older).  
 

Days of Fast: A limit of one full meatless meal 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday (for all who are  
18-60 years old).   
 

Weekdays of Lent: There is no obligation to 
fast, however, voluntary acts of self-denial are always a 
great way to be more involved during Lent. 
 

Easter Duty Obligation: Every Catholic must 
receive Holy Communion and go to confession between 
the First Sunday in Lent and Trinity Sunday. 
 

Acts of Devotion:  are encouraged on a voluntary 
basis.  These may include spiritual study, Lenten Devo-
tions, the Rosary, Stations of the Cross and deeds of 
mercy and kindness. Of course, the greatest prayer and 
to receive the greatest fruits of the Lenten season is by 
our participating in daily  and Sunday Masses.   
 

Eucharistic Fast: You should fast one hour 
from foods and liquids.  (Water and medicine are  
exceptions to this fast).
